Theatre: What polygon are you?



Math/Theatre 
	Grade 3

Deaf/ASL students

Math: To identify, describe, and classify polygons, including pentagons, hexagons, and octagons) (Calif Dept of Education, Math Standards, Grade 3, Measurement and Geometry).

Theatre Objective: Given a guidance by the teacher, students will create a script about polygons and their characteristics that the students will perform as the polygon figures as measured by narrating/explaining the their own polygon persona attributes.

Prior to the improvisation, students will already know the different polygons. I will explain that they will be performing as the polygons in a skit.

Math books or dictionaries for research



	The Lesson (Include steps and the amount of time for each of the following parts of the lesson.)

Introduction (In what ways will you elicit prior knowledge/experience about the concepts and/or content addressed in today’s lesson?  What questions, graphics, charts, text and/or realia will you use and how will you use it?)

We will do a quick review on polygons after the students learned about polygons from several days of the topic in math. I will explain that each student will be acting out a polygon for an improvisation. I will ask the students to recall their experience with acting or performing from previous activities. 

Procedure 

1. Read the book aloud to the class. It will be about an explorer looking for the perfect polygon. Discuss the story.

2. Review the polygons with the students. Write down the names on the board.

3. Assign a polygon to each student and explain that they will have to do a research on the polygon. Assign one student as the explorer. 

4. Instruct each student to draw the picture of their polygon and label it with the name and the polygon attributes. 

5. Then explain that the students can do improvisation when they act out the story. Explain that it doesn’t have to be perfect. They can be creative and try their best. 

6. The students who are assigned as the polygons will have to answer the explorer’s questions about the polygon characteristics. The explorer will ask some of the 5 Ws questions to find out the information about each polygon.

Closure (What prompts will you ask to inform you about how the objective was met?  How does this information connect back to the Introduction?)

Have the students draw each character and write about the story of their skit.
