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	Goal Under the Visual and Performing Arts Theatre Content Standards on Historical and Cultural Context 3.0, students will study the role and development of theatre in past cultures throughout the world, noting diversity as it relates to theatre.  Under the History-Social Science Content Standards 3.1, students will describe the human geography (cultural) to organize information about people, places, and environments.


	Objective Given a blank piece of paper, students will write down and describe what they see from the video clips in Discovery Education streaming via online on Petrushka (originated from Russia) as measured by writing and describing what they see on a piece of paper and a share and tell in class.


	Formative Assessment Students will demonstrate their knowledge based on what they see and describe on the video clips of Petrushka in Russia from the video clips in Discovery Education streaming via online and do a share and tell in class.


	Summative Assessment The evidence that demonstrates that students complete their objective by completing the task of writing down and describing based on what they see on the video clips of Petrushka in Russia in Discovery Education streaming and sharing and telling in class conclusively.


	Materials/preparation Several papers, pens, overhead projector and screen, computer, Internet (Discovery Education), and markers.


	The Lesson 

Introduction I will greet the classroom and ask for their attention.  I will explain that I will teach and show the video clips based on Petrushka in Russia by modeling (see a sample video clip like American Indians settlements in California) and writing down (and describing) on a piece of paper what I saw and share with the class.
Procedure First I will follow the introduction.  Second, I will demonstrate and model an example of the activity that I would like for them to understand what to do.  Then I will ask them what they know about televisions, plays, and movies I will give them a brief history based on a cultural play from Russia.  I will explain that Stravinsky wrote the music to this ballet in 1911.  In this abridged version, puppet animation adds a new and intriguing dimension.  Set in 1830s Russia, the music vividly portrays the glamour of the fairground, where the puppet master and his three marionettes entertain the crowds.  I will ask them to take out a piece of paper and a pen to prepare to write and describe what they saw on the brief video clips based on Petrushka in Russia in the Discovery Education streaming via online.  During the video clips, I will pause between some times to give them enough time to write down, describe, and discuss what they saw quickly.  
Closure After the Petrushka activity, I will ask the students to share and tell their notes in class.  At last, I will ask them to discuss what they have learned from this activity.


	Modifications I will adjust modifications depending on to meet the deaf and hard of hearing students’ needs (i.e. ensuring closed captions for the videos, more visual aids like puppets, additional and other cultural video clips, etc)


	Reflection A written reflection will be made after the actual lesson’s taught.
