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	Goal Based on two California Standards (3rd grade level): English-language Arts Standards 3.3, which expects students to determine, at any rate, identify the characters, what they say or do, in accordance to how the writer depicts them. The Visual and Performing Arts: Theatre Content Standards 3.1, which expects students to work together script-writing or improvising in a way that incorporates the Five Ws.

	Objective Given the literature “The Adventures of Tom Sawyer” by Mark Twain, students will research and analyze and reflect the characters in the book as measured by their work samples and teacher observation. 

	Materials/preparation Novel, “The Adventures of Tom Sawyer” by Mark Twain, pictures of characters in the book with a list of five Ws, notebooks, pencils, Internet.

	The Lesson 

Introduction I’ll encourage students to talk about their prior knowledge about the “The Adventures of Tom Sawyer,” specifically the characters in the book. This is done through discussion and informal conversation. Then I’ll say, “Today we are going to work together and write a script. But first we have to explore into the characters.” 

Procedure 1. Place pictures of the characters in the book (there’s space for students to write down information) on the table, and have students pick one.

2. Have students go to the computer, at any rate, library to find any information about the characters (Who’s the character? What is his or her role in the story? When does the story take place? Where? Why did you pick the character?)

3. Students come back to the table and share their findings. 

4. Based on the book, students pantomime selected events of story (event by event). I’ll model character emotions and actions. Practice with them.

5. Coach them and use the white board as a storyboard.

6. After students understand the story, the characters, have them sit around the table.

7. Students work together to write a script. 

8. Through the process, I’ll ask questions, “What would your character say? What do you think his or her feeling would be like? What words are you going to use to describe the feeling?”

9. Have students type the final drafts, and compile them together.

Closure  I’ll explain that as a writer, it’s important to explore into the characters, know what they say or do. As a reader, it’s important to understand the author’s purpose. I’ll write prompts on the board, “What did we learn about script-writing?” Students may share their experiences to whole class.

	Reflection The reflection will be based on  teacher’s observation, anecdotal notes, and student work samples.
