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K-1 Lesson Plan – Music and Language Art
Goal: 
Students will identify specific vowel sounds in words.  They will distinguish initial, medial and final sounds and substitute existing vowel sounds in the words with new vowel sounds.  ( CA Language Arts Content Standards; Phonemic Awareness 1.4, 1.5, 1.7)

Objective: 

Given prompts by the teacher students will identify the initial sounds in the words eat, apples and bananas.  They will identify the vowel sounds in these words and when prompted by the teacher will substitute vowel sounds in these words.  They will demonstrate their proficiency and vowel substitution abilities by singing the song I like to eat apples and bananas.

Lesson Summary:

This lesson is done orally as it focuses on phonemic awareness however, when new vowel sounds are introduced to replace the previous one a vowel letter card can be shown.

The teacher says the word “eat”.  She ask the students to identify the initial sound: /e/

The teacher has the students replace the /e/ with the hard /a/ and say that word that is created: ate.  

The teacher then has them do vowel deletion and substitution with the words “apples” and “bananas”.  

The teacher introduces the first stanza of the song and the students repeat.  

The teacher shows the A card and tells them that they are changing the sound of the vowels.  She sings the second stanza and the students repeat.  

Before moving on to the next stanza the teacher repeats the deletions and substitution with the letter “e”.  

The students sing the next stanza.

This process repeats.  The class can do more deletion or substitution as the teacher sees fit.  

The lesson closes with the entire class singing the song from beginning to end.
This activity can also be done by first presenting the song to the students and then asking them to identify the changes that occur in the sounds.  In order to do this the students would have to be very proficient at segmenting the words, substituting and blending with less guidance.
