	Goal: 


	Objective:   The objective is for the students to describe a rectangle, triangle, hexagon, square and circle by using music.    


	Formative Assessment: I should be able to discern if the students understand which shape is which by observing which shape they put in the air.  Also I will call on individual students from the “sticks” and ask them how they knew which shape was which.  For example, I will ask “How did you know that the shape you are now holding is a square?  Describe it for me? What does it look like? How many corners does it have? How many sides does it have?  How is it different from a triangle?”  As they answer I will write down their responses on a chart paper.  


	Summative Assessment: 

At the end of the lesson we will review as a class the different characteristics of the five shapes.   


	Materials/preparation 

For the estimation activity the students will sit in their rug spots. 

For the math lesson the students will sit in their circle spots.  

The students will each have a Ziploc bag of the five shapes made of construction paper.  The shapes will be different colors.  Each specific shape will also have different colors within the category, for example a pink circle, a yellow circle etc.


	The Lesson: 

Introduction:

I will open up the lesson by asking the student what shapes they know.  I will hand a Ziploc bag to every student.  I will ask the students which shapes are in their bag.  I will then ask them if they have heard the hokey pokey.  I will ask them to hum the song for me.  We are going to sing the hokey pokey but change the words a bit.  

Procedure 

1. I will sing (and encourage them to sing along): Put your circle in, Put you circle out, Put your circle in and shake it all bout Do the hokey pokey and turn yourself around that's what its all about!

2. We will stop after each shape.  I will ask the questions: How did you know that the shape you are now holding is a circle?  Describe it for me? What does it look like? How many corners does it have? How many sides does it have?  How is it different from a triangle?”  

3. As they answer I will write down their responses on a chart paper.  

4. I will repeat this for every shape.

Closure As a class we will go over the chart I wrote as they shared.      


	Modifications: 

The SDAIE strategies I will implement are repeating important phrases and directions.
