Individual Project

Effective Bilingual Program Model Project:  

Based on your knowledge and expertise regarding bilingual education, you have been asked by school administrators, parent organization, principal, faculty and staff at a school site and/or school board to do a presentation. Your task is to provide the evidence to the group to assist their decision to establish an ‘effective bilingual or multilingual program” for specific language(s) e.g. Japanese/English or  Spanish/English, ASL/English for the selected school site.  OR you may decide to present an “effective English Only” program
Provide an overview of the history of bilingual education that includes descriptions of important court cases, legislation and individuals or agencies that have been instrumental in establishing bilingual education. What are the debates/arguments about bilingual education? What arguments have been used to support or not support bilingual education?

1. What does the research say about the effectiveness of bilingual education? What theories and principles need to be presented to establish a rationale for a model you will propose to the group e.g. BICS/CALP, Comprehensible Second Language Input, Threshold Hypothesis?

2. Present a minimum of 2 successful bilingual programs designs (transitional, late-exit, early –exit, two way immersion/dual) OR 2 specific English Only programs (Structured Immersion, Sheltered English, Submersion Plus ESL) that you have learned about in class or through your own research. Provide the findings of research studies to demonstrate the effectiveness of the 2 models. Describe the differences, similarities and the research that supports each program.
3. Describe the model you have “creatively” designed or replicated to your audience at the selected school site. Include the following

1. The rationale for the selected program model using some of the most relevant research, theories/principles will help to justify the model.
2. Demographics of the school/community will also be a consideration for the model.  

3. How will parents be actively involved?

4. What are the requirements for teachers and staff that will work at your proposed school? 

5. How will the languages be allocated across the school day? 

6. What community resources might be used?

7. What kinds of activities will be available for the families and students e.g after school programs, open house nights, family math nights, etc

8. Assessments e.g. standardized and informal?

9. Describe some relevant policies and legal requirements/mandates at both the state and federal level that may effect or need to be considered in the implementation of the model  (No Child Left Behind, Prop 227) .
NOTE:  This is not an actual in class presentation but a  “proposed presentation” for your audience.  The double spaced typed manuscript should be 8-10 pages (not including bibliography/sources)

· A written report that may include images, visual representation of data, tables, charts etc

· Annotated Bibliography: (a) Identify at least 3 sources from outside the course readings that you are consulting for your project: Identify the author, title, publication information for each source; describe the work in a paragraph or so; (b) Identify at least 3 sources from within the course that your are consulting for your project; describe the work in a paragraph or so.
· Sources can include human resources i.e. interviews, observations as well as internet, library and journal articles. This can be considered outside sources.

· Instruments: If you are conducting interviews, enclose the questions you will be asking and a description of how the interviews will enhance the presentation.

OR

You may create a multi-media presentation in lieu of a paper/report.  If you choose to do this option, you must include narration with the multi-media presentation.  All components described above need to be included in the presentation.
