Linguistic Interdependence Theory   (Mayer & Wells)

Claim of Bilingual Programs:  If ASL is well established as the L1 then literacy in L2 (English) can be achieved by means of reading and writing without exposure to English through either speech or English –based sign

Cummins:  

Common Underlying Proficiency underlying all languages

Cognitive/Academic or literacy skills can be transferred to learning of a related skill in the L2.

False analogy ?  How does Mayer & Wells build a case/argument against Linguistic Interdependence?
Compare hearing to deaf for inner speech

ASL doesn’t have  a written form

Transfer of orthographic skills—transfer may be more difficult but is it impossible

Vygotsky

What is inner speech?  How does Mayer and Wells use Vygotsky to make their argument?
Children differentiate between social speech and speech itself

Inner speech is an intermediate position between between oral speech and writing
Inner speech is closely tied to the development of the meaning of words
Research on Deaf children?

Spelling effective through “inner eye.” 

Mayer & Wells Claim:  With respect to reading and writing –inner eye may not be effective.

 The Deaf Community—inner speech and written speech are formed from 2 different codes, ASL and English—no spoken form
Pg 104 graph   Incompatibility between ASLand written English in their grammatical organization

Conclusion of Mayer & Well:  English based sign may be essential
