Teaching the English Learner







(4 units)

Course Goals and Outcomes:  This required course prepares candidates to offer English language development instruction as well as to provide appropriate content area instruction for English learners.  Theories and research on language acquisition, cultural practices, and educational policies are presented as well as the legal requirements for instructing English learners in order to help the candidate develop a knowledge base for tailoring instruction in a variety of contexts, including Structured English Immersion, bilingual-bicultural classrooms, and so-called mainstream English settings.

Course Assignments

Individual English Learner Profile – In this assignment you will be collecting and analyzing data about two English Language Learners in your class. Systematic ELD Lesson Plans – You will be designing two ELD lesson plans.  In class, the instructor will model Systematic ELD lessons and provide examples of plans. There will be time in class to practice designing and modifying lessons in preparation for this assignment.  Hard copies of the Systematic ELD lessons are due on Thurs. Dec. 10.  More detailed instructions will follow.

Content Lesson Plan and Reflection – Develop a lesson plan for developing academic language and content knowledge.  Submit your draft for feedback on Wed. Nov 18.  After implementation of the lesson, write a reflection and submit both the lesson plan and reflection on Dec. 10.   A more detailed description will be distributed at a later date.
